If there are
more than two Rodeos, an additional entry time may be added and will be on the answering
machine after Thursday's entries, if not already printed in Newsletter.

When NOMINATING you must have your membership number as no entries will be
accepted without it. When CANCELLING you must give your reference number AND
membership number, as without these no cancellation will be acccepted.

Members When nominating please state the rodeo, your name, your membership number, the events
and if you are a novice. Wait to be given your reference number.

Unfinancial members - nominations will not be accepted until membership is paid in full.

Resignation from the association is required in writing. Such person/s will not be eligible
to compete using day membership within a period of three (3) calendar months from the
date of resignation.

Day members Day members must enter as above to obtain a reference number. Men $15, Ladies $12
(you must sign day membership book before competing at the rodeo and you will receive
a $5 refund) and Juniors $5 day membership (a parent’s or guardian’s signature is required
on the form before any junior will be eligible to compete).
