He had been a National qualifier in five different events: barrel racing, junior barrel racing, steer undecorating,
breakaway roping and team roping header. When Jo headed off with family to America, this fine stallion went to live
with her sister who he took to a NQABCRA barrel racing rookie title and NQABCRA barrel racing runner up.

He also received a r.o.m. in performance and barrel racing from the AQHA. "Boof" has also passed on his legacy
to his progeny - his natural willingness to want to run drums, which is now being shown in his daughter Jo is currently
training. Progeny from "Boof" have excelled in a range of events - barrel racing, campdrafting, working cow horse.

So we will miss this great horse, but his legacy will go on through the blood in his progeny for champions to come!
