Membership
Following the advice from DPI regarding the Equine Influenza lock down, it would appear that the
Red Zone will not open completely until June.

In view of the above, the Board have looked very carefully into our membership structure for 2008.
Membership will be due as soon as your respective events are able to run. Therefore you must be
financial before you compete.

Events which are not affected by the E.I. will require membership to commence on 1* January 2008
(points accrued from 1% December 2007) - Open Bulls, Novice Bulls, Junior Bull, Junior Steer, Poddy
at twelve months membership. If horse events could begin in March - nine out of twelve months
(75%) will be due, in June it will be 6 out of twelve months (50%).

Newsletters will continue being sent to all 2007 financial members by courtesy of NRA to keep
everyone informed until all events have re commenced.

End of year trophies will be reviewed with consideration given to the length of respective months of
competition.

Insurance
Our insurers have advised that Rough Stock competitors (excluding Bronc, Bares and Juniors) will
have an insurance levy increase to $22 effective as of the 1% December 2007. These events are in the
highest risk category - injuries being 80% of all injury claims. This insurance levy will be reviewed
once other events are able to commence.
