UNIOR COMPETITORS — RE MEMBERSHIP

Junior Membership entitles you to compete ONLY in Junior Events.

Men’s open upgrade of membership
is membership upgrade of $88.00 (from $44.00 to $132.00) plus
upgrade of bond of $35.00 (from $15.00 to $50.00). Girls open upgrade
of membership is membership upgrade of $88.00 (from $44.00 to

COMPETITOR INJURIES:

There are an increasing number of injuries which are not being

igported to the office. Please make sure that an injury occurrence form
is completed for any injury incurred at a rodeo. This must be received
by the office at least one week after the occurrence. Please contact the
NRA Office if you have not reported the injury at the rodeo.

TEAM ROPERS:

Any Team Ropers needing a partner - please post next to draws. Do not
leave to the last minute. ONLY after all avenues of finding a partner from
Team Roping entries have been exhausted, can a substitute be used.

GRAND ENTRY:

A list will appear at the Central Entries office for all Championship
Rodeos of competitors for the Grand Entry. If you are unable to
participate it is your responsibility to provide a replacement and to
advise the Central Entries personal as soon as possible so the Rodeo
Queen and Announcer can be advised.

ROUGH STOCK DRAWS

In the case of injured stock, stock for the competitor who was to
compete on the injured stock will be drawn a head of stock from the
reride pen which can also include any turnout stock.
