three rodeos, with an increase in prize money only to
all standard events plus Team Roping at $900.00. Steer
Undecorating will be at $400.00 and Junior Events at
$200.00 per event at each round.

Our first round is on the 19th November at Sunshine
Coast, Nambour Showgrounds. The second round
which is the Think Pink Round supporting the Kim
Walters Choice Program is at the Ipswich Brothers
League Club on the 26th November. Round three is
on the 3rd December at the Caboolture Showgrounds
to complete the Finals Series with the presentation
( remony following immediately.

As indicated an increase in prize money only in the
standard events including Team Roping will apply to
each 2011 Final Rodeo. This increase is a direct result
of the entries levy. The funds generated from the levy
enabled the Board to negotiate with Finals and other
committees to improve the profile of the Finals and
upgrade points award promotions to championship
events and assist in supporting our junior program.

Finalists this year will have the oppurtunity to select
the final judges, from available Category One (1) Open
Judges. All of whom will be invited to apply.

On behalf of the members and fans we wish all Finals
Committees, Competitors and all involved a successful
series.

I'wouldlike to thank and congratulate all committees,
promoters, sponsors and everyone that contributes
to make 2011 a successful season.
